Larch Hills Ski Club Member Survey (December 1996)

A Club Member Survey was distributed with the December 1996 Club Newsletter to all Larch Hills Ski Club Members. At that time there were 596 Club Members. A total of 81 Survey Forms were returned. Results were presented at the January 28, 1997 Club Meeting.

A Long Term Planning Committee was initiated at the February 25, 1997 Club meeting. An Open House was held on March 2, 1998 from 4 p.m. to 7 p.m. at the Salmon Arm Community Centre to discuss future plans for the Larch Hills area. Ministry of Forests and LHSC were both involved in the discussion.

At the November 16, 1999 Club Meeting the Planning Committee presented a list of priorities, as expressed by the Membership through Member Survey responses and the Open House discussion. These priorities were:

1. Chalet location – it is believed that the majority of the Club Members wish to maintain the present location of the Chalet with a main trail in and out.
2. A Stadium and Play Area were also desired.
3. Development of a beginner’s trail, advanced trails and a “dog’s” trail were supported.
4. Programs to maintain and develop include: BC Rabbits, Adult Lessons, Racing team, Challenge Program, Social Ski Touring Groups.
5. Events to maintain include: Ski Swap, hosting BC Cup Races, Loppet, Fun Races.
6. Membership Registration: Member fees were preferred over user fees. It is hoped that the facilities and programs will be maintained by Volunteer activity.
